Allergies and Nutrition Policy

Please remember that we have staff and students who are allergic to the following food items: peanuts, tree nuts
(almonds, walnuts, coconut, etc), seafood. Also, given the number of children and adults with allergies, asthma and
other breathing conditions we ask that you respect our low scent/no scent policy when using perfumes, deodorants,
lotions, etc.

We do have a nutrition policy that we try to adhere to as much as possible. We ask for your support in our efforts to
develop healthy attitudes to nutrition and physical activity. We ask that you refrain from sending pop with your child’s
lunch and try to include healthier drinks and snacks as much as possible. Would you please limit the amount of high-fat
take-out food, which you deliver to the school, to a maximum of once per week? Each Friday students earn points for
their House Teams by bringing (and eating) a piece of fruit.

Parking and Dropping Students

Please bear with us as we try to ensure the safety of our students in the parking lots and drop-off/pick-up zones of our
property. We have made several changes thus far that seem to be working well in terms of lessening the usual
congestion near the main entrance in the morning and afternoon. Students who are in Grades 1 and 2 now use the
primary entrance (near the playground), Grades 3 and 4 and bussed Kindergartens use the middle entrance, and Grades
5 and 6 use their entrance in the main entrance area. This is for both entering and exiting. The next change will be to
create a drop and go zone. We will provide details as soon as we get it set up, we are waiting on materials.

School Hours

Doors will open (all three areas) at 8:30 when supervision begins. Students must be in class and ready to take care of
morning routines (attendance, café orders, book orders, announcements, etc) by 8:50. First period instruction begins at
9 AM. Early Morning Sports Program begins at 8:20 and therefore students can enter at 8:15 through the main
entrance. Breakfast Program also begins at that time and any student who is here early must attend one of these two
programs in order to be supervised. No unsupervised admittance to the school prior to 8:15 will be permitted.

The daily specials menu will be available beginning on Thursday, September 15. We apologize for any confusion,
however, there was an issue with delivery of ingredients from suppliers. We will announce a daily special until then.
The regularly available items can be ordered each day and these are found at the bottom of the menu.
